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Racelist 

DN stands for Detroit News, where the DN iceboat 

was conceived, back in 1937. This design, featuring 

a coffin-shaped, single-person cockpit, three steel 

blades in tricycle style arrangement, and a steeply 

raked 16 ft mast supporting a 60 sq. ft. sail, remains 

to this day the World’s most popular and only truly 

international iceboat class. 

Unfortunately, there is no off-the-shelf polar available 

for the DN. However, a certain amount of literature 

about the performance of the DN and of iceboats in 

general is out there on the interweb, and this was 

used by SOLer bonknhoot to create a likely polar. 

First raced on Lake Winnebago in 2015, we will race 

her often.
